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OUTLINE OF JAPANESE GOVERNMENT (MOMBUbHO)
SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAMME

Since the establishment of Japanese Government (Mom-
pusho) Scholarship Programme in March 1954, more than
seventeen hundred students came to Japan under the Sbholar—
ship P:Ogramme;‘iﬁoluding those sent by'Indonesian Govern-
mgqt,

Japanese Government (Mombusho) Scholarship Grantees
are those who study at Japanese univeréinies with Govern-

ment funds.

1. Aim-of the Scholarship Programme

The aim of nne soholarship programme is to promote
international exchange of culture and contribute fo the
international understanding and cooperation between Japan
and foreign countries. The emphasis is laid on Souppeast
Asian, Near and Middle East couniries, Wifﬁ ihe ;ie% td
posin ive cooperatlon in' trax 1ng DTOMlSlﬂp younv men who
will cqntr}bute to‘chialaanﬁaeoonqmipg;,deyelopmenngof

these countries.

2. Description of the Soholarshipé
(1) Scholarships for Undergraduate Students
The undergraduate scholarships-are for' those who
have finished twelve years of sohool(edypap}qn:and
their equlvalents.- R
The grantees recelve at Japanese ﬁniver51tles one

year preparatory education (Japanese language) and
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four-year university education (six—yeér for medical
and dental students and four-year-and-a half for
mercantile marine students)
(2) Scholarships for Research Student§

The research scholarships are for university
graduates and their equivalents.

The grantees will study at Japanese univefsities
for tWo yvears.
(3) Scholarships for Intefus

The scholarships are ior undergradqate soholgrship
grantees who have graduated Ifrom medical departments.
The granteeé,;cﬁosen through selection, receive training
at the hospitals designated by the Japaneée Jovernment
for one year.
(4) Séholaréhips for Faotory Trainees

The scholarships are for the undergraduate'scholaf~
ship grantees who have graduated from natural science
departments. Thp grantaes, chosen through selection,
rcuelve practical Lraln ng at plants, factories and
other appropriate 1nst1ﬁut10ns for three months ilmmedia-
tely after the graduation.
Contents of the Scholarships
(1) Transportation Fee to Japan

The grantees of the uﬁdergréduate and Tesearch
scholarships are supplied with the air-plane ticket for

their travel from their home countries to Japan,
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(2) Arrival Allowance

¥1DOOO is glven to the grantees on their arrival
1nYIapan 0o meet thelr 1mmed1ate requlrement
(3)" Scholarship (btipend)

¥30000 per month is given to all the grantees,

(4) 1Internal Travel Allowance

Approximately ¥25000 of travel allowances are given
to research séﬁoLarship granﬁeeshand undergraduaﬁe
scholarship gragtees of graduating class,
(5) School Fees

Fees for maﬁriculétion examination, adﬁission and
tuition at the natiomal universities are exempied and
those at the public or private universities are borne

by Mombusho,

(4) Room-rent allowarnce

Within ¥ 5,000 per\month is payable to the grantees
who live in private houses, and at the time of movihg ‘
into private house, for the first time, ¥10,000 is

supplied.

(7) Medical Treatment Allowance

A part of the expense for medical treatment 1is

paid.
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(8) Transportation Fee from Japan

The grantees are supplied with the air-plane ticket
from Japan to their home countries on expiratioﬁ of
their soholarshiﬁ tenure, i.e. graduation or oompletibn

of research work, internship or practical training.

4. Invitanion of ‘Applications for Undergraduate and
Research Scholarships and Selection of Grantees

For the selection of uqdergraduate scholarship
grantees since the academic year 1945 Mombusho gave
written test on hﬁménities, social science and'ﬁanural

science subjects as well as Japanese language.-

(1) Allocation of the Scholarships

The Minister of Education decides the mumber of
scholaréhips to be awarded o each country in consulta-
tion with the Minister of Foreign Affairs.
(2) 1Invitation of Applications

According to the allocation of the scholarships,
Mombusho requests the Japanese diplomatic missions
abroad the invitation of applications, in cooperation

with the foreign governments concerned.
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(3) Selection of the Grantees
(Preliminaryiseieotion)
The Japanesetdiplomatio missions abroad conduct
the prelimina;y;seleotion with examination,. in co-

operation with the governmenis concerned.

(The Second Selection)

The Minister of Hducation brings up the candi-
dates who have passed the preliminary seleciion for
‘deliveration at the Oounoii.Sf Féreign Student
Affairs. |
(Final Selection)

The Minister of Education decides the grantees
based on the deliberation of the above Qounoil.

5. University Placement
The Minister of HEducation decides the university

placement of the grantees'in consultation with the presi-

dent of the upiversity.
4. Bducation & Guidance at the University

(1) Undergraduate Students

a. Japanese lLanguage Education and demeral Education

:Japanese language education and‘generéi'édmmtmn
for the humanities and social science students are
given at the Foreign Student Course, Tokyo University
of FToreign Studies and for the‘patural science stu-
dents at the Foreign Student Gburse, Chiba.Unhmrﬁmy

for the period of threc years in principle.
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b. Professional Education

The professional education for the stﬁdents who
have finished the above course is given at the uni-
versities ﬁsrwhioh.the students afe tranéferred by
the Minister of

Bducation, taking into consideration

the majors of the students, school records and so on.

(2) Research Students

The Miniswer of Hducation places those students
who have working knowledge of Japanese language at the
uriversities where they receive cuidance for their
research. The students who do not have the knowledge
are placed at the Foreign Student Goufsp Oéaka Univer-
sity of Foreign Studies for Japanese la*guagp education
fof the period of one year in principle and then they
are transferred to the universities where they Teceive

guidance for their research.

Assistance for Daily Life

(1) Association of International Education, Japan

The Association of International Education, Japan,
a “oundation under jurisdiction cf the Minister of Edu-
oat1on, was established on March 1, 1957 for the pur—
pose of giving necescary assistance to the granteeg for
their daily life., The foundatlon is operated with
government funds. The foundation runs a special hostel
for Japanese Government (Mombusho) scholarship grantees
(Komaba Foreign Student House for 180 students: 150 for
male and 30 for female. Kansal Foreign Student House

for 32 male Students)
